1. Log In: AAUW Membership Portal (https://my.aauw.org/myaffiliations ) 
2. Explore: Take a look through the highlighted sections (yellow highlights).
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Important Tips for Entering Applications:
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· Avoid entering in the second tab (APT) – it complicates the spreadsheet download process.

· Adding a New Member:

1. In your branch roster, click the three dots next to the member list.

2. Select "Add New Member".

3. Search for their name first to make sure they’re not already in the system. This will ensure a new AAUW ID is created.
